How can CLC live in a secularized world
1. We are part of a secular world – it is in us

Discernment isn’t enough, it’s discernment in Christ. Discernment is something we can offer to help people. 

CLC communities continue to give testimony

2. we are connected with the values God has implanted in human beings-regardless of whether we are believers or not. On our way we are joining with others, searching for God. Ignatian spirituality offers us an excellent tool, a way of finding God in all things

3. We live in a free world where we make many choices and we choose to believe. People need to be helped to make choices. CLC members make a choice to live with God and in God. We give witness through who we are and how we live

Do we hear a call to become more visible advocates of social justice?

Yes; Concerns for local issues and for the wider picture (world etc)

Empowering and encouraging the community through communication

Influence the influencers (those with voice, authority and power) of the world, the Church in the society in which we live on questions like poverty, famine, AIDS etc.)
Be an effective sign of hope: visible and active

What patterns of life can we find in local communities?

Include prayer as a fundamental element and share on this base

Share during spiritual walks

Guide should not be a member of the group

Formation and information “CLC”

Networking: similar professions or life situations

How to organize new communities for growth?

· There is not a uniform system to form new groups or to attract people; you need to adjust to the age and situation of people; it is different to deal with students or 40 years old people

· We need qualified and inspired people to receive the newcomers

· The community has to give visible signs, has to be attractive

· Dealing with interested persons, you have to be aware of what they are looking for

· Important to give newcomers the perspective of the wider community

· Involvement of the Jesuits is important, as partners, avoiding excess of dependence

· Importance of having lay persons to be guide 

What can we learn from each other’s experience of apostolate and mission?

1. we don’t need to do everything, so collaborate with others

2. Our commitment needs a deep desire, rooted in prayer and evaluation, to be incarnated in concrete projects
3. there are experiences that in different countries the individual way of working of Jesuits is passing on to CLC and its way of considering their involvements. Therefore it is very important to share our experiences on a European level and to be aware of this mentality. A suggestion may be that the different countries will do a summary of their apostolate and missions, indicating an address for further information and published in the European bulletin

About the future of our 2 priorities: forced migration and youth. 

Our common feeling is that we should continue with these two priorities. “It would be crazy to change them every five years”and  we should be patient. ET should recommend, finding a balance between strong motivation work and national communities’ freedom

As for migrants:

· International meetings should continue

· ET should encourage the national networks

· We would like national and local communities to discern regarding their way and degree of commitment in this field

· It is important to know what we can specifically do as CLC, according to our charism

· Keep others informed (formation courses for other communities, experiences . . .)

As for youth:

· We encourage the ET to find a method to know the national differences when talking about youth (different realities, different work). 
· We should be more aware of our attitude, being more detached and less anxious, working in different ways with youth: already in a way of CLC or as teacher/social worker. 

· Show them how to choose.
