About twenty-two ways how to commit ourselves within CLC towards forced migrants

A: At a personal level

For CLC- members who live out different missions and whose availability is limited for this mission:
1. Listen

· to what is said about forced migrants in your professional surrounding, in public transport, at the hairdresser’s shop, in local media . . . . . .

· to testimonies of CLCers involved in the area of forced migration, 
· to positions of church-organizations, 

· to appeals of NGOs active in this field

· to you and your own questions about, fears towards and experiences with foreigners

2. Treasure all these informations in your heart

For all CLCers

3. Pray for forced migrants, 

· for singles and families, 

· for those staying and those leaving, 

· for those on the roads of the world and those arriving in your country

4. Fundraise for refugee projects f.ex. for JRS in overseas or contribute towards national work of church associations or NGOs

For CLCers who feel called to go a step further

5. Find out about true and factual situation of forced migrants in your surrounding

6. Visit forced migrants and be-friend with them

7. According to your possibility respond to specific basic needs (ex. language lessons);
    don’t forget that emotional and spiritual needs are basic needs

8. Join others, committed to forced migrants, volunteers and professionals, JRS or other 
    groups 

B. On a group level
In your CLC-group
  9. Share your questions, experiences, fears within your community

10. Support those actively involved, so they can report to all, evaluate their experiences and 
      discern their future activities

11. Pray together for forced migrants

In a solidarity group with forced migrants

12. Collect local press cuttings reporting on forced migrants and analyze them together

13. Reflect on main issues affecting forced migrants life
14. Spread information on true and factual situation amongst friends, colleagues, through 
      media so to enhance understanding and compassion

15. support self-help communities amongst forced migrants

16. organize ecumenical or interfaith liturgy for forced migrants

C. On a community level (regional and national)

17. Promote and encourage volunteering, including one year commitment for young persons
       within JRS projects abroad

18. Encourage or organize training of volunteers

19. Join campaigns addressing main issues for greater justice towards forced migrants

20. Work out or adapt common positions and try to influence decision-makers in your country

21. Exchange experiences and ideas with other communities

22  Twin with CLC from countries of origin of main migrant/refugee groups in your country

�  According to your country’s situations these forced migrants might be asylum seekers, refugees, migrant workers, trafficked women, undocumented persons, unaccompanied minors
